
 Hopefully by the 
time you read this issue of 
the TOWN CRIER the 
last snowflake will have 
fallen for this season.  
There is no doubt we have 
had more than our share of 
snowstorms that set new 
records for snow depth 
over the past two years.  
Yet travel does go on -- we   
drive to work, send our 
children to school, as well 
as accomplish the many re-
quirements and needs of 
daily life. I am sure most of 
us have heard the sound of 
the snowplows passing our 
homes during the early 
morning hours, right in the 
middle of one of our many 
severe snowstorms.  How 
many of us think about the 
Town workers who have 
gotten out of their warm 
beds, fight through the 
storm to reach the Town 
garage and start on their 
assigned routes of snow 
removal?  Thankfully we 
have these dedicated folks 
to maintain our roads for 
travel.  Any of us who have 
been forced to drive in re-
mote northern parts of the 
Country during a severe, 
wind-driven snowstorm are 
delighted to finally reach a 
recently plowed 
road, or be able 
to follow behind 
the plow itself.  
What a feeling of 

relief!! 
 A few days ago I 
was at the Town Garage 
and spoke to Jim Wollner 
and Lance Unger, the 
Town’s two full time Public 
Works employees.  I 
wanted to gather informa-
tion for an editorial to be 
printed in this issue of the 
newsletter.  Primarily, to 
inquire how the routes are 
selected and the general 
procedure used when a 
snowstorm is forecasted.  
Jim Wollner agreed to give 
me some basic facts and 
wrote a detailed outline of 
what occurs when a snow-
storm is anticipated. The 
following is a summary of 
Jim’s report that I am sure 
you will find informative. 
 The Town’s policy 
is to first plow the main 
roads during a snowstorm 
to permit major traffic flow, 
then  clear  the numerous 
secondary roads and subdi-
visions.  Roadways ending in 
cul-de-sacs are not usually 
fully plowed until the storm 
is over. 
 Generally, a com-
plete round of snow re-
moval takes approximately 
five hours, but is continually 
repeated if needed with just 

rest breaks for the 
crews. Lighter 
snowfalls will be 
evaluated and may 
not require full 

manning, so this reduction 
in manpower is helpful in 
maintaining the lowest pos-
sible cost to the Town and 
is an aid in remaining within 
our budget.  A contracted 
Weather Service is used to 
monitor the weather and 
advise of any impending 
changes that could affect 
road conditions. If a storm 
is imminent, a decision can 
be made as to when to dis-
patch the plows and salters 
based on the needs for that 
storm event.  This year the 
Town mixed some sand 
with the salt in order to 
ensure an adequate supply 
for the balance of the win-
ter season.  There is a false 
perception that sand is 
cheaper to use.  Its material 
cost is slightly less, but the 
labor rate to apply is three 
times more costly. In addi-
tion, there is higher vehicle 
maintenance associated 
with a sand/salt mixture. 
 Every winter season 
the Public Works Depart-
ment asks residents to re-
frain from plowing snow 
onto the roadway.  If resi-
dents would push the snow 
across to the opposite side 
of the road rather than 
leave it accumulate on the 
road, it would be helpful.  
Leaving a pile of blown or 
plowed snow on the travel 
section of the road can re-
sult in a ticket for violation 
of the Town’s ordinance. 
 I want to thank Jim 
for the supplied information 
that I am sure will be of 

interest to our residents.  
One final bit of information 
concerning the responsibil-
ity and supervision for the 
Town’s Public Works De-
partment. They report to 
the Town Chairman and 
only he can make changes in 
the routing of Town plows 
and salters.  However, in 
the event of a medical 
emergency on a yet un-
plowed road, you can con-
tact the Washington 
County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment, or the Newburg Fire 
Department Emergency 
Squad.  They have radios on 
the frequency used by the 
Town’s trucks and can relay 
the needed information to 
the nearest vehicle. 
 Again, a “big thank 
you” to the Town workers 
who maintain our roads and 
ensure safe travel for the 
residents of Trenton for the 
four seasons of the year!!  
Referring to a prior issue of 
the TOWN CRIER, you 
will find a breakdown of the 
governmental entity respon-
sible for the maintenance of 
the various roads within the 
Township. 
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PERSONNEL MATTERS 
 There were changes 
in staffing in 2008 on the 
Trenton Police Depart-
ment. Three officers de-
cided that they wanted to 
spend more time with their 
families. We thank Michael 
Mc Nerney, Travis Thomp-
son, and Jarrod Ray for 
their combined total of 
more than 10 years of ser-
vice to the community. 
 In their place, I 
would like to welcome and 
introduce Officer Joseph 
Kelsey, Officer Steven 
Miszewski, and Officer Luke 
Wilhelm. 
 Congratulations to 
Emmett Grissom who was 

promoted to 
Captain after 
11 years of 
service and 
Patrick L Brock who was 
promoted to Sergeant after 
5 years of service. 
 The Trenton Police 
Department continues to 
keep the community a safer 
place to live. My goal has 
always been to keep the 
community safe and to pro-
vide quality service at a low 
cost. There were approxi-
mately 2000 assignments 
handled by officers in 2008 
and over 20,000 miles of 
patrol through the town.

your dog licensed by the 
Town.  If we locate it, we 

need only  to 
perform a 
quick com-
puter  check 
and we can 
bring your 

dog home.  Licensing your 
dog also ensures that they 
have been properly vacci-
nated against disease.  
Town ordinances require 
that you license your dog 
annually before April 1 each 
year. 

WHERE ARE YOU? 
 Make sure that your 
fire num-
ber/
address is 
posted at 
the end of your driveway by 
the road so that emergency 
personnel can find you.  It is 
required by ordinance that 
this number be posted. The 
reason is so that we can 
find you in the event of a 
fire, or medical assistance 
call, or any other emer-
gency. You could be risking 
your family’s life by not 
maintaining this vital infor-

mational number.
